Overcalls 7-16. New suit forcing by advancer UPH.

Lead |In Partner’s Suit

Advancer cue = invitational+ with support or stronger without. Suit 4™ from honour or low from Hxx; 2™ top from 4+ small.
Advancer INT = 8-11 NT Top from xx. MUD from xxx vs suit, but top vs NT.
Subseq Same throughout.

Other: vs NT A or Q asks for unblock or count; K asks attitude.

J denies higher honour & 9/10 = 0/2 higher.
