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Club grades are determined by the grading sub-
committee, based upon master points, rating points,
previous performance, and club results.

Members may apply in writing to the sub-committee to
be graded or to have their grading reviewed.

The committee reserves the right to re-grade any player
whose grading is no longer deemed appropriate.

Partner Restrictions

A member may only play with the same partner for four
competitions in any one grade. This excludes Rotation
Teams and Handicap events, but includes all other
Teams and Pairs events.

Playing in a Higher Grade.
Members may play in any higher grade.

Playing in a Lower Grade.

All members marked with an asterisk (*) on the grading
list are permitted to play down one grade and are eligible
to win the Championships, Memorial Trophy, Teams,
and monthly Pairs events, but are not eligible to win the
Points Cup in that grade.

A Senior or a Senior Reserve player may play with a
Junior player in the Intermediate grade, and any player
may play with a Novice in the Junior grade, but such
partnerships are not eligible to win the monthly
competitions.
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One member of the partnership must be present and the
substitute must be eligible to play in the grade (however
the hostess may be allowed some discretion in the
Junior Grade). In any case where one member of two
competing pairs are unable to play and the other two
players play together it is necessary for them to
nominate, before play begins, which of the two pairs is
regarded as competing. All relevant facts must be noted
on the table slip for the information of the Scorer.

Teams

Teams can only be made up of players that are eligible
to play in the grade. Each Team can have two eligible
substitutes who may play any number of times.

Handicap Events

All players are welcome and eligible to play in these
events.

Handicaps will be posted on the notice board and will be
determined by the grading sub-committee.

Individual Ladder
To be eligible a player must play with a different partner
in each of the qualifying sessions.

Points Cup
This is an individual competition for each graded night
based upon points (5,4,3,2,1) scored throughout the

playing year.

All members of the Club, by virtue of their membership,
are bound by the rules of the Club. Included in the Club
Rules is the rule that Play shall be conducted under the
International Laws of Contract Bridge for the time being
accepted by the Portland Club of London.

SCOPE OF THE LAWS OF DUPLICATE BRIDGE

The Laws are designed to define correct procedure, and
to provide an adequate remedy when there is a
departure from correct procedure. An offending player
should be ready to pay any penalty graciously, or to
accept any adjusted score awarded by the Director. The
Laws are primarily designed not as punishment for
irregularities, but rather as redress for damage.

SUMMONING THE DIRECTOR

The Director must be summoned at once when attention
iIs drawn to an irregularity. No player shall take any
action until the Director arrives and makes a ruling.

ALERTING

When your partner makes a bid based upon a special
understanding and the opposing pair may not
reasonably be expected to understand its meaning, you
must “Alert” the bid by circling it (unless the NZBridge
Alerting Regulations state otherwise).
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Directors will expel from a playing session anyone
who:

A. Acts in a manner which is offensive or intimidating to
other players or the director.
B. Is obviously intoxicated.

Members are reminded that players must:

A. Call the director at the first sign of any infringement or
breach of etiquette.

B. Accept any director’s ruling without argument. Players
may however request a review from the director
and/or appeal the decision at the end of play.

LAW 74 - CONDUCT AND ETIQUETTE

A. Proper Attitude

1. A player should maintain a courteous attitude at all
times.

2. A player should carefully avoid any remark or
action that might cause annoyance or
embarrassment to another player, or might
interfere with the enjoyment of the game.

3. Every player should follow uniform and correct
procedure in calling and playing.

B. Etiquette
As a matter of courtesy a player should refrain from:
1. Paying insufficient attention to the game.
2. Making gratuitous comments during the auction
and play.
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before it is his turn to play.
unnecessarily (as in playing on

although he knows that all the tricks are surely his)
for the purpose of disconcerting an opponent.
Summoning the Director in a manner discourteous
to him or to other contestants.

. Violations of Procedure
The following are examples of violations of
procedure:

1. Using different designations for the same call.
2.
3. Indicating the expectation or intention of winning or

Indicating approval or disapproval of a call or play.

. Commenting or acting during the auction or play so

as to call attention to a significant occurrence, or of
the number of tricks required for success.

Looking intently at any other player during the
auction and play, or at another player’'s hand as for
the purpose of seeing his cards or of observing the
place from where he draws a card (but it is
appropriate to act on information acquired by
unintentionally seeing an opponent’s card).
Showing an obvious lack of interest in a deal (as
by folding one’s cards).

. Varying the normal tempo of bidding or play for the

purpose of disconcerting an opponent.
Leaving the table needlessly before the round is
called.
